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Abstract
Traditional agriculture is mainly based on culture in many rural communities in African countries. This has led to sustainable agriculture and conservation of genetic biodiversity. Culture through indigenous knowledge helped many human societies in improving food security, sustainable agriculture and genetic diversity of crops and natural resources such as forests. The study objective was to explore role played by culture in achieving sustainable agriculture in Zimbabwe. A synthetic review was used and several published papers were retrieved from peer reviewed journals.
